We look forward to welcoming Hal
Simmons as our demonstrator for January.

- Hal began turning in 1997. He is a fulltime turner specializing in custom and
production turning. His mentors include Nick Cook, Willard Baxter, Bobby Clemons, Johannes
Rieber, Dave Barriger, Chris Stott, David Ellsworth, Soren Berger, Ray Key, and George
Hatfield. He demonstrates at local events, for local turning clubs, teaches turning classes at
Highland Hardware (Atlanta, GA), teaches private classes at his shop and does one-on-one
sessions. These sessions are specifically designed to meet and address the student’s
individual needs. He served as VP for the Chattahoochee Woodturners ('98 —'00) and as
President of the Chattahoochee Woodturners from '00 to '02. He also served as registrar for
the Southern States Symposium from 2001 - 2003.

Hal will demonstrate turning of chess pieces.

Lissi Oland created a large bowl while demonstrating the use of the
Oland tool system.

The Oland tool system consists of a 2" square HSS cutting bar ground
as a scraper, set into a 12 inch long round steel holder and fixed in
place by two set screws. The holder is attached to a long hardwood

s Wwood handle. The assembled tool is impressively large and very

stable in use.

Lissi used the Oland tool to rough the blank, core a small blank from the center of the bowl,
and turn the bowl to its final form. For coring, she used an angled tip tool to cut to the center of
the core.

Lissi’s technique was unconventional. She sets the tool rest farther
away from the blank than most turners and grips the tool rest with the
tool between her index finger and middle finger, as illustrated in the
photo above. Rather than sliding the tool along the surface of the tool
rest, she moves the cutting edge in a series of arcs. By controlling the
angle of the cutting edge and the pressure applied to the tool, she was
able to shift from heavy cuts to delicate finishing cuts.




Following her demonstration, Lissi conducted a lively question and answer session covering a
wide range of turning topics.
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Beginning in January, each member can determine whether or not to request a critique of his
or her Instant Gallery submissions. The club officers believe that this will preserve the benefits
of constructive criticism on a strictly voluntary basis. We ask that each member limit his or her
critiqgue requests to two items per meeting to manage the amount of time devoted to this
activity. There will be no limit to the number of turnings that may be displayed and included in
the photo instant gallery in the newsletter.

To facilitate your choice, there are two distinct Instant Gallery forms attached at the end of the
newsletter. As a strictly personal point of view, your editor finds a great deal of inspiration and
creativity in each month’s instant gallery. Thanks to Charles Watson for this inspired
suggestion.
