I wonder how 
many stools we’ll see at our August 13th meeting. 
 

The dog days of summer are here and it’s time to turn our attention toward our August 13th demonstrator, Dave Hout. Dave has been 
with us before, and I’m sure his demonstration will be one you won’t want to miss. You will recall that Dave designed the Hout Bowl 
Skew and appears regularly on the DIY Network. The Hout skew is made by Crown Tools and is sold by Craft Supplies. So mark you 
calendar for Saturday, August 13th and get ready for another great demonstration. 
 

Selecting A Lathe 
 

All of us need a lathe on which to work. But how do we decide on a manufacture, model, horsepower and last but not least, price? 
 

My first lathe was purchased out of a desire to teach myself how to turn. I went to one of Mann Tool’s annual sales, spoke with Tyler 
and decided to purchase a Jet 1642. The lathe was made of cast iron giving it an acceptable weight, and it came with a 1.5 hp motor 
sufficient to turn most things above the ways of the lathe. I immediately constructed a shelf and loaded it with 250 pounds of extra 
weight, as I had read that it would help dampen vibration and help prevent the lathe from moving. It in fact did all of those things, and 
if you have a lathe that weighs under 200 or 300 pounds I strongly suggest you do the same. 
 

As the months went by my Jet performed quite admirably for all types of spindle work, but as started to turn bowls and larger hollow 
forms, I began to notice a few nagging flaws. I observed that the tailstock would creep when pressure was applied to hold larger 
pieces of wood needed for large bowls. My banjo would also move under the pressure of large pieces of wood. Additionally, I was 
never happy with the shape of the Jet tool rest and have spent considerable time try to find something else that would fit properly and 
provide a close presentation to the wood. I’m still looking. These concerns and the desire to turn larger forms made me begin to 
consider looking for a second and larger lathe. 
 

After much research and consideration, I decided on an OneWay 2436 lathe and I’m very happy I did. The OneWay is built like a 
rock, well thought out, and heavy, 850 pounds right out of the box. I added a 3 horsepower motor, electronic braking resistor and 
remote start/stop as options to my lathe.

Dave is a well-respected teacher in the woodworking field.  He has led many workshops and seminars on 
woodworking, with an emphasis on woodturning.  He has taught at various schools, including the Conover 
School in Parkman, Ohio; Arrowmont School of Arts & Crafts in Gatlinburg, Tennessee; and the John C. 
Campbell Folk School in Brasstown, North Carolina.  Dave is very active in the American Association of 
Woodturners (AAW) and has been a presenter several times at their National Symposium.  He is a founding 
member of the organization and has served on the Board of Directors.  Dave was instrumental in the 

formation of two local AAW chapters in the Akron/Cleveland area. 
 

Currently, Dave enjoys designing woodworking tools for a local company along with a full schedule of teaching woodworking classes 
and facilitating numerous woodworking seminars. 
 

Dave was a member of the faculty at Coventry High School in Akron, Ohio for 30 years.  After spending 20 years in the classroom as 
an Industrial Arts instructor, moved into Administration and served as an Assistant Principal, High School Principal, and Building & 
Grounds Coordinator. He retired from education in 2001.  Some members will recall Dave’s excellent tutorial on the subject of metal 
spinning during his demonstration.  He plans to demonstrate vacuum chucks made inexpensively and turning a bowl with lots of 
questions from the participants as the turning progresses. This approach is intended to take whatever direction is necessary to 
answer the group’s questions.  
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As you all know, Nick Cook offered me a free lesson at his studio in Atlanta.  So on May 25, 2005, off we went.  While Dad and I 
were there we made a garden dibble using only a skew, which also included roughing.  Second, a honey dipper was made using a 
roughing gouge, skew, and a parting tool.   
 

Next, we made a snowman ornament with a roughing gouge, and a spindle gouge.  For the eyes we used black puff paint, which can 
be purchased at Michaels, and orange puff paint for the nose. Finally, we made an eight inch wide bowl two inches deep out of 
poplar, using only a bowl gouge.  
 

I was able to accomplish all these items.  Dad tried to accomplish these things, but, I think he needs more lessons. 
 

Thanks Nick for the lessons. You are a great teacher.

It includes boxelder, walnut, sycamore, redbud, mulberry, plum, cherry, dogwood 
and hophornbeam 'ironwood'. To get some scale of the pieces, the boxelder cylinder in the 
attached pic on the far left rear is 8 1/2" dia. x 10" tall.  
 

His 
warehouse (opened by appointment only) is located on NE side of Atlanta just inside the I-
285 by-pass on I-85 south. He enjoys meeting and supplying wood to fellow woodturners.

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Klaus Weichselbaum is an excellent craftsman from Sulzbuerg, in central Bavaria. He still lives in his 
home town with his wife and 3 children.  He is a computer administrator, his forefathers have been 
“Wagners” since 1650, making wheels, horse wagons and lot of wooden things for farmers. 
 

To make the hub of the wheel, they used a lathe. When he was a child, his father taught him how to 
turn wooden plates and candlesticks. Many years later, he wanted to turn again to make toys for his 
children. Looking for more information about woodturning, he bought the book "Turning wood with 
Richard Raffan".  This was Klaus’ introduction to the fascinating technique of turning green wood.  In 
1996 he began to sell his bowls, because there were too many to display in his family’s living room. 
 

Klaus never uses glue. Every object is turned from a single piece of wood. He turns bowls up to 700 mm (28”) and the largest plate 
he’s made has a diameter of about 900 mm (35”). Some years ago, he started making hollow spheres of about 500 mm (20”) to 600 
mm (24”).  He uses many different woods native to Germany, including oak, beech, maple, sycamore, elm, cherry, apple, plum, pear, 
walnut, birch, poplar, and more.

The wash basin is turned from poplar and Klaus 
reports that the client was most insistent that it be a wooden basin.  No word on the finish.
